4.      WITHIN THE DIVISION AND FORT BRAGG: 



 

a.     Paratroopers from the 3rd Brigade Combat Team (505 PIR ς Panthers), redeployed to Fort 
Bragg, N.C., in late October after a 15-month deployment in Iraq where they made major contributions 
to making Iraq a secure and viable democracy.  In August 2006 the Panthers deployed to Salah ad Din 
Province in Northern Iraq and 5th Squadron, 73rd Cavalry Regiment (Airborne) ς ǘƘŜ ōǊƛƎŀŘŜΩǎ 
reconnaissance squadron deployed to the Diyala province.  

¢ƘŜ tŀƴǘƘŜǊΩǎ ŀŎŎƻƳǇƭƛǎƘƳŜƴǘǎ ƛƴclude:  

 More than 2,000 caches, 700 company and battalion operations, and 1800 terrorists killed. 

 Established and manned nine Joint Security Stations/ Patrol 

 Bases in Bayji, Ad Dawr, Samarra, and Ad Dujayl, increasing cooperation at the local level and 
improving security for the populace of Salah ad Din Province as well as in Diyala Province. 

 Initiated a reconciliation program which led to the creation of the Concerned Local Citizens 
along with the Salah ad Din Support Council.  The program involved 26 Seiks and more than 5 
million dollars dedicated to security in Qadas and along main and alternate roadways.  Attack 
levels reduced by more than 50 percent across the province as a result of this effort.   

 Continued mentoring and partnership with Iraqi army and police led to 35 independent Iraqi 
operations in the last 6 months, leading to the kill and capture of key Al Qaeda and insurgent 
leaders.   

 {ŀƳŀǊǊŀ {ŜŎǳǊƛǘȅ ōŜƎŀƴ ǘƻ ƛƳǇǊƻǾŜ ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ ǘƘŜ tŀƴǘƘŜǊΩǎ partnership with Samarra Operations 
Commander, Maj. Gen. Rasheed.  Combined operations improved and check points and 
construction on key Iraqi security forces infrastructure decreased attack levels by more than 60 
percent and set the stage for the reconstruction of the Askaryia Mosque, which is to begin in 
early 2008.   

 Initiated the establishment of a Major Crimes Court for the Province, a huge step toward 
establishing rule of law in the province by allowing terrorist cases to be tried in Salah ad Din. 

 Improved coordination and communication between provincial and Qada governments, 
improving the quality of basic services and the legitimacy of the provincial government. 

 Establishment of three Economic Task Forces ς Banking/Finance, Foreign Investment, and 
Agriculture, comprised of Iraqi experts, to provide policy guidance and advice to the provincial 
government. 

 Establishment of two micro-finance institutions ς one in Tikrit and one in Balad ς with three 
more in progress ς Bayji, Samarra, and Yethrib, leading to easy access to capital for local 
businesses.   

 Revitalization of industry in the province - $10 million Brinkley Task Force investment in the 
Bayji Fertilizer Plant, start up of the Tikrit Flour Mill, which will eventually create more than 100 
jobs.   

 Within the Panther Brigade, three Distinguished Service Cross are pending, nine Silver Stars 
have been awarded and eight are pending, 53 Bronze Stars for valor have been awarded and 
four are pending, 94 Army Commendation Medals for valor have been awarded, and 268 Purple 
Hearts have been awarded and four are pending.  See b for the amount awarded to the 5-73d 
CAV alone. 

 The Brigade, to include attached units, lost 66 brave Soldiers, Sailors and Airmen.

b.     ¢ƘŜ tŀƴǘƘŜǊΩǎ ǎƳŀƭƭŜǎǘ ǳƴƛǘ όрκтоŘ /!± ς 442 Troopers) was recognized at their Military Ball by 
LTG William B. Caldwell IV.  Serving as guest speaker LTG Caldwell stated that despite the fact that the 
unit was formed from scratch and activated in January 2006; they were ready to deploy within eight (8) 
months (spending half of its time and existence in combat).  While they suffered 22 KIAs and 95 WIAs, 

¼ of their Troopers; he was honored to present Five (5) Silver Stars, over twenty (20) Bronze Stars with 

Valor and more than sixty (60) Army Commendation Medals for Valor.  Still pending is a Presidential 
Unit Citation, a Distinguished Service Cross and another Silver Star (both posthumously).  
 
Our congratulations to the 505 PIR (3d BCT) for a job well done.  Nevertheless the Brigade must 
continue the march and COL Bryan R. Owens is scheduled to relinquish command to COL Timothy P. 
McGuire in a ceremony at Pike Field on 24 January 2008, 1000 hours.

Applications are routed to the National Office for 
processing and the new member is assigned to the Chapter nearest their home, unless they specifically 
request assignment to a different Chapter.  On 15 February, renewal notices will be mailed to every 
2007 member who has not yet renewed for 2008. Chapter members should be encouraged to contact 
all troopers who have not renewed and invite them back into the activities of the Chapter. Chapter 
officers are encouraged to develop recruiting techniques to build their chapter strength and every 
member of the Association is encouraged to find and sign at least one new member for 2008.  We 
continue in membership growth each year but could make gigantic strides if the general membership 
will become involved in finding members.  Everything we do in this Association is a team effort - 
encourage your membership to be active members of the team.  

10.      PUBLIC RELATIONS: Committee Chair Rusty Wolfe wants to remind everyone about the

This is an everyday job and if we play our cards correct, it will result in increased membership.  Some 
ideas that have been used in the past are as follows: 

a.     Use the Association 1" stickers on every piece of mail you send out - they're available from our 
Sales Manager, Charles Wagner, and have helped us receive mail when it was improperly addressed. 
Better yet, order Chapter's envelopes from the Executive Director which will reflect the Association 
logo in color and the name of the Chapter. 

b.     Chapters can adopt portions of local highways for police; this gains the name of the Chapter 
on two highway signs and lets passersby as well as the locals, know the Chapter is present and assisting 
the local community. 



 

c.     Check on getting your chapter listed in a special section of the telephone directory, under 
groups and organizations. Since we spell "Airborne" with an "A", we're right near the first of the listing. 
There's no charge in our area for such a listing. 

d.     Local newspapers carry a listing of club and group activities for the coming week; you'd be 
surprised how many of those clubs are very appreciative for the offer of a speaker. Troopers can 
advance the cause of the Airborne and their local Chapter, and gain the respect and appreciation of 
other legitimate groups.  Check it out! 

e.     Send in items to your local newspaper, especially telling of  events or meetings planned by 
your Chapter. 

f.     Do the same with local radio and television stations; if public service radio and television 
stations in your area have guests on talk shows, get someone who is knowledgeable and presents well 
to go on the show. 

g.     Wear airborne caps and jackets, and use decals on your cars; advertise that you're Airborne 
and have applications on hand when questioned.  We have several Chapters who have developed an 
Airborne License Plate, and several others have begun the process.  Check with your state for its 
requirements. 

h.     Every Chapter should have a color guard and members of the color guard should have 
applications with them when they appear locally or in nearby cities/towns.  People come out of the 
woodwork at the showing of the flag, especially an Airborne flag. 

i.     Many members also belong to the Legion, VFW, DAV, Elks, AUSA, Moose, etc., get blurbs about 
your Chapter activities in their publications - hang Airborne posters, with a contact name and 
telephone number, in their clubrooms operations. Contact the Executive Director for free posters. 

j.     Sponsor local JROTC, essay or oratorical contests ς such activities will bring your Chapter local 
visibility and visibility gains membership. 

k.     Utilize the Association's personal business cards as announced in the 1 April 07 Bulletin (#559 
paragraph 13). Three Chapters have developed a generic card with their membership chairperson's 
telephone number; the Chapter purchases the cards and distributes to members to use as a recruiting 
tool.   

l.     Coordinate with local elementary, high schools and colleges to have a Chapter speaker share 
information about the military as a career and give the students personal insights of any conflict, 
particularly World War II.  Local recruiters can assist and will welcome the assistance.  Saving the World 
program as announced on paragraph 18, Bulletin 460, 2 Nov 98, is an excellent document to utilize.

Information and the registration form for the All-American Week is contained in the Winter issue of 
the PARAGLIDE.  The Delegate to the All-American Week should be the same person who will attend 
the Convention, ideally the Chapter Chairperson.  As outlined in Section 6h (page 8), Article IV, Local 
Veteran Chapter Organization, Association By-Laws, the Association President caƴ Ŏŀƭƭ ŀ 5ŜƭŜƎŀǘŜǎΩ 
meeting sixty (60) days in advance of the Convention date.  In the past, Presidents have done so since 
during All-American Week there is ample time (eight (8) hours) for the Delegates to discuss issues and 
formalize the presentation to the Board of Directors at the Annual Convention.

Keep in mind, 
members will not be transferred unless they personally sign the form and it is returned to the National 
Office.  

20.      VETERANS SERVICE OFFICER REPORT:  WHEN A MILITARY RETIREE 5L9{Χ PREPARATIONS FOR 
THE FAMILY - When a retiree dies, the surviving spouse and/or children frequently find themselves in 
turmoil. Many are so overcome with grief, that they are immobilized and are unsure about what they 
should do in regard to the militŀǊȅ ǊŜǘƛǊŜŜΩǎ Ǉŀȅ ŀƴŘ ōŜƴŜŦƛǘǎΦ ¢Ƙƛǎ ōǊƛŜŦ ǿƛƭƭ ŀŘŘǊŜǎǎ Ƙƻǿ ǘƘƛǎ ǇǊƻŎŜǎǎ 
may be made easier for the survivors.  No one likes to think about their death and we avoid thinking 
and doing any preparations while we are alive. Yet, preparations for what to do, and who to call after 
someone dies can be a great gift to the family and loved ones.  The lack of action by a family can result 
in delays in facilitating insurance claims that may be needed to handle funeral expenses, paying the 
last pay to the beneficiaries and starting the survivor benefit plan.  Often the lack of action is the result 
of a lack of knowledge or communication by the survivors about what to do and who to call. Prepare 
for the future today by taking steps to assist family members to manage the difficult months ahead and 
navigate through the maze of tasks that will need to be handled - military retired pay and benefits, 
financial and legal, and funeral/burial preferences. It is very important to communicate these things to 
your spouse, children, and/or beneficiaries:  

a.     Create a Military/Retired Pay Contact List - One way to handle this difficult situation is to 
create a written or printed list of names and phone numbers that need to be contacted when a retiree 
dies and informing the spouse and family members what is on the list and where to find it.  Such a list 
should include: 

 DFAS, Retired and Annuity Pay Center 1-800-321-1080 to stop retired pay, apply for Survivor 
Benefits, and obtain information about insurance and other allotments.  

 Veterans Administration 1-800-827-1000 for Disability Pay and burial assistance and/or 
applying for Dependency Indemnity Compensation (DIC) for the surviving spouse.  

 Social Security Administration 1-800-772-1213 to discuss Social Security Survivor benefits. 

 Office of Personnel Management 1-888-767-6738 for retirees who are receiving civil service 
pensions in addition to military retired pay.  

 
b.     Create a Financial/Legal Contact List - It is also advised to create a list of important 

contacts/property ς bank accounts or financial data; insurance information ς companies, account

Beneficiaries may be entitled to the pay for the days that the retiree was alive and therefore would 
have been paid. 

c.     Create a Funeral Plan - In addition, a retiree may put their funeral ceremony and burial wishes 
in writing so that the family may proceed without creating divisiveness among family members. Pre-
planning and pre-paying for funeral and burial can also make the process easier even if the grief is 
profound. 

d.     FORMS & GUIDES: The USAA Educational Foundation provides two booklets: A Guide for Your 
Survivors and When a Loved One Diesς Legal and Financial Concerns and also forms on their website in 
which to enter the information. Funeral Directors may also provide booklets such as a Personal 
Arrangement Guide or similar guides in which all this information can be listed.  These tools can take a 
great burden off the survivors. Often the widow is so overcome with grief that she does not know 
where to start and is unable to make the phone calls or fill out the proper forms, etc.  These 
information sources, and support, from family and friends, is very important to get through this 
difficult period, which can last a year or more.  

21.      US ARMY FREEDOM TEAM SALUTE: Enclosed is a Freedom Team Salute Flyer that was received 
from an Ambassador Program Manager.  I have  added to it the list of information that they would like 
to receive in order to dispatch the packages (certificate, letter, and pin) to the nominees.  As you all 
know the mailing addresses of our members is a restricted item and cannot be released without Board
